SAFE DRIVING TIPS FOR MARCH 2008:

Do you know the most common cause of death

for our children under age 21 is from car crashes? One of the major
contributing factors is failure to be properly safety belted. For this
newsletters safety tips | am going to provide specifics on early childhood
safety seat issues. Infants must be placed in rear-facing approved safety
seat until a minimum of age 1 and at least 20 pounds. Children outgrowing
these seats should be placed in the back seat in approved forward facing
seats until they reach the upper weight or height limit of the particular
seat (usually around age 4 and 40 pounds).The next level of seats are
approved booster seats still in the back seat until around age 8 or 4' 9"
tall. And finally they can remain in the back seat in an adult seatbelt.
Always fasten seat belts (everyone in the vehicle), stay alert, and be
focused.
